My Brothers and Sisters in Evangelization,

Today, February 2", is the great Feast of the Presentation of the Lord. Today the
Church sings the antiphon: Lumen ad revelationem Gentium; et gloriam plebes
Israel! (A light of revelation to the Gentiles, and the glory of your people Israel!)
Christ is the Light of the Nations, the Light that we have been graced to proclaim!

The Feast of Presentation reminds us of the deep need of humanity for Christ and the
mercy, hope and salvation of the Gospel. In the midst of the difficult times in which
we are living, it will Christ and the Gospel, shown through the life and ministry of the
Church that will give people hope and courage as we walk forward in these trying and
uncertain times.

The Feast of the Presentation puts before us two realities: our need for Christ, and the
question “what have I done to bring Christ’s Light to the nation that is my world?”

Our need for Christ:

The New Evangelization calls us to proclaim the Gospel in a world, which has lost the
message of the Gospel and to confess a new “Jesus is Lord”! How has my relationship
with Christ grown deeper? Does my life proclaim in deeds as well as words that Jesus
is Lord? Do I take time to pray? Do people know that I believe in Christ and the
Church?

What have I done to bring Christ’s Light to the nation that is my world:

I learned the antiphon I quoted above when I was a choirboy in second grade. Our
teacher was Sister Mary Eileen, O.S.F. Sister’s life radiated holiness. As she taught us
this haunting Gregorian melody and what the Latin meant, we were all transported to
imagine the Great Procession into the Kingdom of Heaven. She told us “we had to
show by our lives that Christ’s light lives in our world and that we are all part of the
Great Procession.” Each year as we come to this Feast, I remember Sister’s words;
each year I ask myself if my life shows Christ’s light; how well am I doing my part in
the Great Procession? How about each one of you?

The work of Evangelization begins with our relationship with Christ growing each
day. May this Feast call us to live in Christ’s Light and to do all that grace invites us to
do to bring His Light to the nation that is our world!

Evangelization Intensive: Vicariate VI

Last September, Bishop Joseph
Perry, De. Sheila Adams and the
faithful of Vicariate VI began a
bold initiative for Evangelization.

People gathered for an
“Evangelization Intensive” in
September 2007. At the end of
this daylong event, Bishop Perry
gave the participants a mandate:
all were to return in January and
report on what “ideas for
evangelization” they were able to
develop for their respective in
Parish. We gathered again in
January and reports of ideas were
given as well as different efforts
each community had made for
evangelization. Ever the teacher,
Bishop Perry invited every parish
to build on what they had done
and to begin to develop a summer
plan for evangelization.

During April and May, Bishop
Perry, Dr. Adams and I visited
every deanery in Vicariate VI and
listened to reports and plans for

the  “summer  evangelization
project”. As groups reported,
ideas were shared to try this or
change that — it became a real
community project to make each
summer project a success.

Throughout the summer, Douglas
Stearns and Bishop Joseph
Minuth, O.P. of the Office
assisted parishes with their
particular project. There were
block parties; pack the pew
Sundays; summer health festivals;
choir festivals; and, last but not
least, water bottles given out with
the parish address on the bottle.
We gathered again in September
to hear reports on the summer
project.

This bold and intensive initiative
has brought a Vicariate closer
together. This initiative also
serves as a model for the rest of
us. Evangelization has to be our
primary priority; we can learn
from Vicariate VI.

The Parish of SS. Cyril and Methodius

For many of us in the United States, the
14™ of February represents Valentine’s
Day. However, on that same date in the
Liturgical  Calendar  the  Church
celebrates the memory of SS Cyril and
Methodius. The contribution of these
saintly brothers to the mission of the
Church lies in their work of evangelizing
the Slavonic nations at the turn of the IX
century. These saints are also present in
Chicago Archdiocese. For 125 years they
have been the patrons of a beautiful
parish located in Lemont, Illinois.

Beginning at the end of XIX century,
new settlers of Polish background started
coming to Lemont. They found work in
the nearby stone quarries. Most
Reverend Patrick A. Feeham, then
Archbishop, seeing the growing pastoral
needs of Polish-speaking population,
commissioned  Fr.  Leopold M.
Moczygeba to establish a new parish.
The church and the school building were
finished in 1884. The location of the
parish was also special because this was
the highest place in Illinois, which the
new pastor sentimentally called “Jasna
Gora”(Bright Mountain).

People’s generosity and care for the
good of the parish were common
throughout the years, especially when
the times were tough and natural
disasters haunted the community.

Especially in those times, the Christian
love and brotherly support was a
tangible sign of the faith.

First, in 1898 a fire broke out which
entirely consumed the school building.
The  building was  eventually
reconstructed with stronger stony
material. The second fire occurred on
the very eloquent day of Ash
Wednesday in 1928, completely
destroying the church and the rectory.
However, these disasters did not put
out the Spirit of the people and in two
years the Holy Mass was celebrated in
the new church.

A milestone event occurred in 1974.
At this time, the pastor introduced
Polish language Mass. From that point
Polish heritage initiatives started to
bloom. For example, this year the
parish celebrates the 25" anniversary
of the Polish Club. This organization
cultivates the Polish heritage in the
hearts of the young people. This
heritage is realized in the activities of
John Paul II’s Saturday Polish School.

Of special note is the parish’s devotion
to Our Lady of Czestochowa. The
beautiful copy of the miraculous
image was blessed by Pope John Paul
IT and is venerated by many devotees
each Tuesday at 7 p. m.
